	Topic:  Phonics and Phonemic Awareness    Grade/Class:  2nd grade student          Date:  February 11, 2020

	Content Objective(s):

SWBAT blend and write words and a sentence using consonant blends.
SWBAT read a three-syllable word by dividing it into syllables.

SW review sight words, focusing on “there.”

	Language Objectives:

Conversation:  SW maintain appropriate conversation throughout the lesson.  SW dictate steps in identifying syllables.
Grammar:  SW use proper punctuation and capitalization when writing a sentence.
Reading: SW practice beginning and ending blends and vowel sounds.  SW read real and nonsense words.  SW will review 3 syllable words.  SW practice fluency by reading a story.
Vocabulary:  SW review sight words
Writing:  SW listen and write words and sentences dictated by the teacher.


	Materials (including supplementary and adapted):

Phonics card packs, sensory tools (playdough, stick, black scratch paper, stickers, etc.), student notebook, pencil, RED word sheet, story sheet, red crayon, white board, marker, dice, sight word game, game markers


	Higher Order Questions:

Have you eaten chicken legs? (Link to story)


	Teacher Activities: 

Building Background 

Links to Students’ Past Experience:  TW ask student to dictate steps in identifying syllables.  SW will review sight words.  TW ask student questions about what she has eaten.
Teacher links to Prior Learning:  TW ask student to recall how to divide a three-syllable word into syllables.
Key vocabulary:  “grub,” sight words (been, give, here, any, or, there, all)

Student reads a short story

Student plays sight word game
