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Upon entering Robert Martin Elementary School, I could sense a feeling of educational integrity.  From the look and cleanliness of the building to the school pride portrayed by the students and staff, the school radiated with excellence.  After my assessment of the reading program, my suspicions were correct:  the school excelled in their educational programs.
With my assignment being to find a flaw in the reading program, I set out to do just that:  determine where this school needed improvement.  I did not, however, find any areas of their reading program that needed improvement!  Because of this, I decided to complete my assignment with a supplemental activity:  Guided Reading.

My objective in this professional development activity is to provide teachers at Martin Elementary (and other educators within Wichita and the surrounding areas) with a tool they can use to enhance and reinforce their reading program.  I plan to guide the teachers through how to form guided reading groups, the lesson planning process, and how to implement a lesson.  Educators will hopefully leave with the know-how to incorporate guided reading into their classrooms.

At the end of my presentation, I will provide teachers with a few tools (including a copy of my PowerPoint) so they can easily begin their guided reading lessons.
